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EPS HOMESCHOOL GROUP MISSION STATEMENT
Our mission is to provide support services to homeschooling families who are interested in educating their children and families in creative ways and nurturing the development of Christian character traits.

HOMESCHOOL CORE CLASSES/HYBRID SCHOOL STYLE
Classes combine the nurturing of learning at home in a family environment with social learning in a classroom setting.  Students come to school 1 - 2 days/wk for 4 hours and then homeschool on the other days.  A certified teacher instructs the core classes of language arts, math, history, and science.  Students are combined with one other grade level (i.e., Kindergarten /1st, 2nd/3rd, 4th/5th).  We have developed our own literature based curriculum.  It addresses two current trends in education: the whole language movement and a renewed emphasis on science and history in the primary classroom.  Whole language philosophy stresses the use of literature as a means to build literacy through an integrated curriculum that is connected with basic science and history knowledge.  By using quality children’s literature with follow-up activities, students’ interest in science and history can effectively be enhanced.  Follow up activities extend and reinforce the language arts, science, history and math concepts by using various forms of expression including: poetry, graphing, murals, experiments, estimating, writing innovations, brainstorming, art projects, journaling, and dramatics.  Some activities are individualized while others involve children in cooperative small group learning.  

Our curriculum addresses every state standard for both grade levels which enables children to maintain interest and enhance their abilities regardless of learning levels.  We will be teaching math based on state standards for each grade level; however we recommend parents purchase the appropriate “Math-U-See” curriculum and teacher manual to ensure children will be at their level for math.  We will offer a math test to assess each child’s current math level.  The teacher will assign daily seat work from the purchased “Math U See” workbooks and assign tasks for home as well.  If you would like to use a different math curriculum, please send in their work with assignments marked so your child can do seat work during the designated time. 

Home assignments for all other subjects will be sent home in monthly packets to help parents stay on track.  These packets must be turned in at the end of the month to receive the following month’s packet.  The return of these packets allows us to reuse them for following years and not have to charge a curriculum fee.  The cost to cover a damaged or lost packet is $30.  “Home” work does not get turned into EPS.  It is for parents to teach and discuss outcomes with children, not for our teachers to assess.      


AFTERNOON HOMESCHOOL GROUPS
These classes are created for your child to enjoy the benefits of homeschooling with the luxury of intimate extracurricular group classes.  We focus on positive socialization through cooperative small group learning to enhance his/her education at home.  These classes may be used to count hours towards extracurricular hours.    



TEACHERS
Our teachers are passionate and gifted individuals who love to teach. Each teacher supports the academic and character development of all their students. A statewide background check is completed for each teacher.  Your children’s safety is of utmost importance to us.

PARENTS
We the parents must support the teachers wholeheartedly. This includes but is not limited to, ensuring our children know and complete their assignments for the week, providing a time period and quiet spot within our children’s busy schedule so they may actually start and complete their school assignments, and ensuring our children arrive on time for class so they can concentrate on the teacher and the material being taught. In addition, parents are responsible for monitoring their children’s academic progress and character growth. While some of our teachers issue school work, it is up to the parents to provide schooling the full 180-days/4 ½ hours a day in the designated subjects (as required by the state), send in a monthly attendance record to the school board, keep a portfolio of the work, develop a high school transcript, meet the county requirement to undertake standardized testing for their students on a yearly basis, and report the results to the county. 

VOLUNTEERING
We are excited about building a supportive homeschool community through our volunteer positions. To that end, each family is requested to volunteer their talents to plan or participate in one activity for our group each year. Such activities would be: producing a monthly electronic newsletter, providing organization and oversight for standardized testing, planning fieldtrips, planning and/or participating in community outreach (Christmas boxes, Thanksgiving dinners, food pantry etc.), organizing book swaps and fundraisers for special events and fieldtrips. We are open to hearing ideas that generate from your family’s strengths or interests.  Sign-up sheets will be made available as opportunities arise.  However, please don’t hesitate to let us know if there is something specific you would like to be involved in. 


CLASS VISITOR POLICY
Any non-registered student who desires to shadow a registered student or sit in as a visitor may do so with prior approval of teacher and Megan Mingone (one hour limit for visits).  If a student desires to visit for the entire class session, a normal daily charge will be assessed up front. In addition, a liability waiver must be filled out beforehand to address safety and liability concerns.  

Parent visitors will also need to give prior notification to the teacher and Megan Mingone.  A parent that visits more than one hour must have a background check turned in prior to ensure safety to all our students. We appreciate that new issues will arise, and these unforeseen circumstances will be evaluated on a case-by-case basis using common sense and good faith judgment. The final decision will rest with Megan Mingone with input from teachers and applicable families.


	       



ASSIGNMENTS/GRADING
We have chosen to not use grades this year as we want the children to focus on the enjoyment of learning and measure their achievement based on their ability to understand the concepts being taught.  We will use a rubric system to have students assess themselves and fellow classmates during presentations and journal readings.  We will also use brief assessments to ensure children are on track with standards.  



MISSED CLASSES
Please call us to let us know if your child will be missing a class.  If a teacher is notified in advance, they may be able to prepare assignments for children prior to their missed class.



CLASSROOM FOOD POLICY
Homeschool groups and playgroups incorporate a daily snack time.  Please provide an appropriate snack and drink for your child in a marked, sealed lunch bag. This is a short period of time so please do not bring anything that needs to be heated up or takes a long time for a child to eat. Students are not allowed to share any food with others due to various allergies.  Please do not send any candy, gum, or excess sweets for students.  If a teacher requests food sent in for the group, please try to abstain from products with excess amounts of sugar or dye as some children react negatively to such items. 



STUDENT DROP-OFF AND PICK-UP    
You may drop your child off 5 minutes prior to class.  Please do not drop them off any earlier as the teacher needs to have prep time prior to classes.  Students need to be picked up during dismissal time 11:55-12:00 or 4:55-5:00.  A $5 late fee will be assessed to your account for every five minutes you are late. This is to help ensure a smooth transition from class to class since some teachers teach back-to-back classes.    


Please be mindful not to block the drop-off area in the driveway.   The road is narrow and it is easy to block everyone in. The entry drive is located at the mailbox and the exit drive is closest to the daycare. If you need to talk to someone in the office or speak with a teacher after class, please move your car out of the drive-thru area to the parking lot, for the consideration of others. 














APPRORIATE CONVERSATIONS
At Education Play Station, we do our best not only protect your children physically, but emotionally as well.  Our teachers are instructed how to handle inappropriate issues and topics that may come up during conversations amongst the kids. We need your support as well though, in helping to make this happen.  Topics that are openly discussed in one home, may be discouraged in another and we all need to work together to respect each other’s preferences within our families.  

The following is a list of topics that we consider to be inappropriate for discussion within the groups:

* boyfriends/girlfriends
* having crushes on the opposite sex
* violent video games
* violent  t.v. shows
* weapons
* discussions about private parts

We ask that if these topics are openly discussed in your home that you speak with your children about the importance of refraining from them while at EPS.   A discussion will take place with the kids at the start of each school session, letting them know that if inappropriate topics are brought up, that they will be quietly pulled aside and reminded to save them for home.   If your child comes to the teacher with any questions about boyfriends/girlfriends, they will be instructed to speak with their parents about their questions.  We feel that discussions of this type should take place at the parent’s discretion and we will do everything to protect them from knowledge you may not want them to know.  We will make you aware if something is brought up at school though, so you can handle it as you feel appropriate.   Thank you in advance, for your efforts to ensure that EPS is a place where the innocence of children is highly regarded and protected. 

GUIDANCE POLICY
Purpose: To teach children how to respect self, others, and property.
Approaches: 
The first approach we use at Education Play Station is modeling. Each staff member emulates the behavior expected of the children. The second approach is to guide and educate children in the skills of positive communication.
The skill that we teach includes:
·         Active listening
·         Positive feedback 
·         Using “I” statements
·         Practicing general courtesy and consideration
·         Communication through empathy and humor
·         Encouragement to understand and express feelings



CONFLICT-RESOLUTION POLICY
Purpose: To facilitate children through the process of resolving conflicts through peaceful, open communication.
Expectations: 
 ·         Follow staff directions. 
 ·         Work cooperatively with staff and peers when conflicts occur. 
 ·         Abstain from physical or verbal assaults of other children and staff. 

Purpose: To encourage the choice of appropriate behavior through the use of natural and logical consequences.
Steps: Staff members will communicate regularly with the parent/guardian.  Inappropriate behavior will be handled in the following manner.
· Time Out, which is limited to one minute per age of child per incident, max. of five minutes.  Time out consists of sitting in a chair apart from the group, with supervision of the teacher. 
· A parent conference will be scheduled to design a behavioral contract specifically addressing the expectations of the staff and parent as well as the need of the child. 
· If inappropriate behavior continues, the child will be given a one day suspension and a meeting with the parent will be scheduled. 
· If the behavior is not improved, the child may receive up to three days suspension or be asked to leave the program. 

WEAPONS POLICY
Education Play Station follows the policy of “NO TOLERANCE” for illegal substances and weapons. Any child or adult may not posses or use weapons on Education Play Station property, Education Play Station provided transportation, and in areas used or sponsored by Education Play Station. Weapons include firearms according to federal and state laws, explosives, items that can be construed as causing bodily harm, regardless of size.
Any child who has brought a weapon to Education Play Station:
· Will be removed from the group.
· Parent / guardian will be called immediately to take child home.
· Conference between parent / guardian and Center Director arranged.  Any situation of this type may result in your child’s being suspended or terminated from enrollment.





DISENROLLMENT POLICY
Your child will immediately be removed from the program for the following reasons:
· Possession or use of weapons or firearms (see Weapons Policy).
· Bringing any illegal substance into program.
· Excessive aggressive behavior (physical and/or verbal).
As your partner in educating your child, it is important that good communication exists between the home and the staff of Education Play Station.  If your child is experiencing a change in home environment that may affect the behavior of your child, it is important for you to notify the director.  Our awareness of changes in your child’s life will help us in understanding any changes in behavior.  

HEALTH CARE PLAN
Illnesses and Communicable Diseases
Please do not send your child to Education Play Station if they have any of these symptoms, as they will be sent home immediately.
· Diarrhea: Three or more watery stools in a 24-hour period or one bloody stool.
· Vomiting: Vomiting twice or more in the past 24-hours.
· Rash: Body rash, heat, or allergic reaction. Especially if accompanied by a fever.
· Eyes: Mucus, pinkeye, or puss draining from the eyes.
· Sores: Oozing sores which cannot be covered.
· Sore Throat: Especially if accompanied by a fever or swollen glands.
· Lice, Scabies: Children must be free from lice or nits before returning to childcare.
· Chicken Pox: Contagious skin irritation accompanied with fever. (A doctor’s written permission to return to school must be presented to Center Director before a child may return to school.)
· Fever: Temperature of 101 or above, accompanied by a sore throat, rash, vomiting, earache, diarrhea, irritability or confusion.
 
MEDICATION
At Education Play Station, medication will only be administered under the following STATE guidelines:
· Medication Consent forms must be filled out daily.   They are located in the office. 
· Medicine must be given to the front office staff and never left in the child care room.
Prescription Medication  
-  Medication must be stored in its original container and include:
·         Child’s name
·         Physician’s name
·         Name and strength of medication
·         Legible instructions for administration
·         Expiration date or date prescription was filled
 

Non-prescribed Medication 
The following medication can be given with written consent from an authorized adult only at dose, duration, and method of administration specified on the manufacture’s label for the age or weight of the child needing the medication:
·         Antihistamines
·         Non-aspirin fever reducers / pain relievers
·         Decongestants 
·         Anti-itching ointment or lotions, intended specifically to relieve itching
·         Sunscreen
A physician’s written authorization is required for non-prescription medication that:
·         is not included in the above list
·         is to be taken differently that indicated on the manufacturer’s label
·         lacks label instructions

INJURIES
The staff at Education Play Station makes every effort to ensure the safety of your child.  Unfortunately, minor accidents may occur.  In the event of any minor or urgent but non-life threatening injury or illness, Education Play Station will contact the parent or emergency contact for further instructions.  “Boo Boo” reports will be given to parents of any child that receives a minor injury.

EMERGENCIES
 In the event of an emergency:
· Education Play Station staff is trained in CPR and first aid.
· A designated staff will contact the Emergency Medical System (911).
· The director or acting director will contact the parent/guardian or if the parent/guardian cannot be reached, the child’s alternative emergency contact person.   
· The emergency response team and/or parent/guardian will determine emergency transportation for any necessary medical care.  
· An accident/incident report will be completed and kept at the center.
